REPORT OF PRINCIPAL AND
SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

During the 2007-08 school year, we at Luther L. Vaughan
Elementary continued to strive to achieve excellence in
education for all of our students. There are still many
challenges to face in our journey, but our facutly, staff,
parents, students, and community partners continue to
work to reach our goal. Some of the many successes
achieved at Luther L. Vaughan Elementary School during
this past year include: special-education teacher Mrs.
Shelley Phillips was selected as Teacher-of-the-Year for
Luther L. Vaughan Elementary School and ESOL teacher
Mrs. Susan Caggiano was chosen as Reading Teacher-of-
the-Year. We completed our fourth year of Year-Round
classes. During our intersession times we continued to
offer both remedial and enrichment classes for our
students. We were again able to offer an after-school
homework assistance program for our students. We
employed three instructional facilitators to assist students
in reaching academic achievement goals. We continued to
offer free English language classes for our non-English
speaking parents and their families.

Our community partnerships with Freightliner Custom
Chassis Corp., The Gaffney Ledger Newspaper, Dr. Mac
Carroll, and Camp BOB were maintained. All rising fourth-
graders are eligible to attend a free, two-week summer
camp program at Camp BOB.

Members of Restoration Church provided lunch buddies for
our students. And parents and other community members
continue to volunteer their time to assist teachers and
students.

Still, our greatest challenge is to continue to improve our
students' standardized achievement test scores. It is our
goal to have at least 60% of students scoring proficient or
above.

We look forward to the challenges and potential rewards
that the future holds for our schools and its students.
