REPORT OF PRINCIPAL AND
SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

We have had an exciting and productive year at Johnakin
Middle School. Our school has made tremendous progress
towards our goals.

Our staff has worked extremely hard to implement the
Anderson 5 curriculum for our students. Through
collaboration and staff development, the staff has
developed a curriculum that meets the needs of our
students. Through these efforts, we have seen incredible
gains in our MAP scores. Over 53 percent of our students
made at least a 10 point gain in their reading or math score
during the final administration of MAP testing. Overall, our
MAP scores show incredible gains in the number of
students meeting the state standard with improvements of
over 20 percent in 7th and 8th grade language arts and
almost 10 percent in 7th and 8th grade math. These
improvements are encouraging and wonderful as we look
into the future.

Our Algebra One class did a wonderful job as all 24
students passed their end-of —course exam in May with 10
perfect scores and 15 students making an A. We are
proud of their efforts and excellence in mathematics. Also,
our students participated in the 54th Annual Sand Hills
Regional Science Fair at Francis Marion University with 14
students receiving awards, including two gold medal
projects and two silver medal projects. Four of our
students qualified for Junior Scholars. We are extremely
proud of these students and their fantastic
accomplishments.

Our school continues to reach out to the community as we
partner with local businesses. Through these partnerships,
we have offered skating parties, coupons, and door prizes
for positive behavior. The implementation of uniforms was
another visible symbol of an improved school climate. With
the school uniform in place, we have seen decreases in
discipline referrals and students being transferred to
alternative school. We are very proud of our students
making better choices.

Our basketball teams continued to shine as we won the
Pee Dee Conference championship in both girls and boys
basketball. Also, our boys brought home the tournament
championship and an undefeated season. Our students
continue to shine in all areas of student life with star
performances in drama, art, chorus, and band. Our Beta
Club represented us well at the State Convention with over
35 participants and one National Qualifier. Our students
have shown an all-around effort in many different areas.

We are looking forward to another productive year as we
continue to PUSH — Proceed Until Success Happens!
