(MAP) data provided teachers with the necessary information to meet the individual learning needs of all
students in grades 1-5. Along with substantial gains in Dominie Reading levels, the Clinton Elementary family
was thrilled to see that year-end MAP data revealed substantial gains in many areas. These growth trends were
enhanced through the SC Teacher Advancement Program (TAP) and the South Carolina Reading First
Initiative. Reading First and the TAP program provide ongoing-data driven staff development through weekly
professional development meetings. The in-depth focus on scientific-based strategies has enhanced our daily
instructional delivery in the classroom.

Clinton Elementary provides many opportunities for learning in both the academics and the arts. We are
pleased to offer our students with a variety of extracurricular activities such as the Art Club, Drums Corps, and
Honors Choir. We have offered single-gender classrooms to our upper elementary students. To best meet the
needs of all learners, we will continue to strengthen teaching and learning across all content areas through
individualized, differentiated instruction.

Technology continues to enhance our instructional program. Most classes are equipped with Interactive
Whiteboards, LCD projectors, document cameras, and computers. At Clinton Elementary, we are dedicated to
preparing our students for the ever-changing digital age world.
