This year, Successs for All, a research based program in the areas of reading and mathematics, was put into
place throughout our grade continuum. Support was also provided through programs which occur beyond the
normal school day. Extra-curricular activities such as musical productions, Steel Band as well as supplemental
instruction and tutoring, give students an opportunity to extend the school day for a variety of after school
activities.
