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Duncan Elementary School is located in one of Spartanburg’s most rapidly growing communities. This year our
outstanding faculty/staff of 90 served approximately six hundred fifty students from grades K/3 through fourth
grade. Our mission is to promote student success and respect by providing a total educational experience that
benefits students, parents, and the entire community in a safe friendly environment.

In addition to building strong character within our students, our academic focus is in the explicit instruction of
reading and mathematics. It is our desire that our students have the academic tools that they need to be
successful in life. Exhibiting positive character traits will assist our students as they make choices in their daily
lives.
