District Superintendent's Report

Dear Charleston County School District (CCSD) Parents and Community Members:

Two years ago, we established an ambitious new strategic plan, Charleston Achieving Excellence: Vision 2016.
The goals and strategies of Vision 2016 are rooted in a firm belief. With the right supports, high expectations
and great teaching, every student can graduate from high school with the skills to succeed in college, the
workforce, and life. Now, in year two of Vision 2016, our students and schools are making substantial progress.

We improved on 4 of our 5 Vision 2016 goals based on 2012 results. We saw the number of schools rated
“Excellent” by the State of South Carolina grow from 26 to 29 while the number of “At-Risk” schools decreased
from 10 to 8, hitting single digits for the first time ever; and 9 out of 14 Innovation Zone Learning Community
Schools saw improvements in their “Absolute” ratings. Over half of CCSD students now attend an “Excellent’
rated school. Our enroliment has climbed for five straight years and is now 45,200 and our high school seniors
earned a record $50,000,000 in scholarships!

There were other signs of progress. With the eighth-best composite score in the Nation, we were one of 16
recipients to be awarded the highly competitive Race to the Top District grant to help increase personalized
learning environments in 19 target schools. Also, we were one of 35 recipients nationwide to be awarded the
Teacher Incentive Fund (TIF) grant to improve pay structures, reward great teachers and principals, and provide
greater professional development opportunities for teachers.

US News and World Report named Academic Magnet High School the best high school in the State of South
Carolina, Matilda F. Dunston Primary was honored with South Carolina’s Distinguished Title | School Award for
the substantial progress they made, and Drayton Hall Elementary was named an Apple Distinguished School
for its leadership in educational technology through a very successful 1:1 learning initiative.

Literacy is the foundation for all learning and is the cornerstone of our Vision 2016 plan. Efforts across the
board—especially with CCSD’s Primary Grades Academy (K-3) models—are working, and in many cases
working exceptionally well. During 2012-13, we more than doubled the number of students scoring above the
25th percentile on reading, when comparing pre-test and post-test results.

All of these efforts amplify our four strategic priorities—Literacy-Based Learning, Educator Effectiveness,
Innovative Schools and Systems, and Partnerships. We know that by investing in these priority areas, together
with the citizens of Charleston County, our students will continue to improve, and we will realize our vision of
every child graduating with the skills necessary to succeed in college and the 21st Century workforce.

Although | am encouraged by our progress, | know we have a great deal more to accomplish. | know the road
ahead will be filled with challenges but it will be paramount that we turn these challenges into opportunities.
With the right leaders, a budget that invests in our talented educators, and our strategic plan, we will continue to
excel.
