REPORT OF PRINCIPAL AND
SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

The 2012-13 year marked another year of success as the
Wildcats earned the state Palmetto Gold Award for
academic achievement and the Palmetto Silver Award for
closing the achievement gap.  Our focus on learning
success was further validated by meeting Adequate Yearly
Progress and receiving an overall grade of “A” based on
the Federal Accountability System. 

New initiatives included full implementation of a signature
learning experience in Science, Technology, Engineering
and Math (STEM) through an Engineering Lab as part of
our related arts offerings.  Students were exposed to the
world of engineering through such events as Engineering
Day, Engineering Open House for parents, “STEM” Career
Day, along with a year-long collaboration with NASA
astronaut, Colonel Patrick Forrester.  Additionally, our
newly-formed Jet-Toy Car Team placed second at
Regional Competition earning them a trip to Detroit to
compete nationally, where they received an award for
Good Sportsmanship.  And lastly, Mount Lebanon’s school
garden project was greatly expanded thanks to receipt of a
state Farm-to-School grant. 

Instructionally, kindergarten through 2nd grades
implemented the Common Core State Standards while
grades 3-6th prepared for full implementation next school
year.  After receiving training in Project-Based Learning,
teachers provided extended learning experiences that
required students to research, critically think, and solve
real-world problems.  Projects focused on the areas of
STEM bringing greater insights for students on the
importance of how these skills impact future career
choices.

Programs experiencing continued success included our
Olweus Bullying Prevention Program, Wildcat Code of
Conduct – ROARS - Respect, Ownership, Attitude,
Responsibility and Safety, and SMART (Start Making a
Reader Today) Room supported by volunteers.
Community collaboration was broadened this year as the
Golden Hour Garden Club worked with our second graders
to support their project-based learning experiences in the
school garden, as well as our PTO hosted a Fall Festival in
October and a Chili Cook-Off in January.  The Wildcat
Student Council participated in a service learning project to
provide gifts for Anderson County foster children as well as
sponsoring our annual Father-Daughter Dance and a
Mother-Son Luau. Other programs included quarterly
awards recognition, induction into Writers’ Guild, Math
Olympiads, Drama Club, Page Turners Book Club,
Chimes, Chorus, Explore the Arts, Sunshine Math, and
Student Council.   

Key to our success was our focus on growing students as
learners and collaboration within our entire school
community.  We look forward to expanding our unique
STEM approach to learning and collectively building the
critical skills needed for this 21st Century.
