To this end, the following offers a snapshot 

of R.E. Davis Elementary. R.E. Davis has a “highly qualified” instructional staff.  An 

established professional learning community (PLC) which engages in faculty-led sessions 

catered to address areas of needs according to the school’s demographics.  As a pilot 

school for the district-level MTSS,  staff members have begun to receive additional training 

on how to maximize and consolidate existing support services with a defined framework of 

support and professional development.   Students also participate in service learning 

projects—Relay for Life, Pennies for Patient, American Heart Association, and Goodwill for 

Goodwill Parochial School Basketball Benefit.  Family involvement includes Parents' Nights, 

Open House, Grandparents’ Day Luncheon, Muffins for Moms, parent-teacher 

conferences, etc.   Parents are kept informed of events through newsletters, home-school 

journals, online Parent Portal, the school’s website, and telephone notifications through 

the EduLink system. R.E. Davis has been adopted by the Eastern High School Reunion 

Group, and a local church-- providing school supplies, financial support, and treats for 

teachers.   Political leaders, members of the faith-based community, parents, and other 

stakeholders participate in the school renewal, accreditation process, and the School 

Improvement Council.  This combination of school, stakeholders, and community ensures 

a perpetual focus on developing the whole child for career and college readiness.  The 

school’s motto is "The Future Starts Here". Students are reminded daily to make each day 

count toward a bright future.
