For World 

Class Skills we foster individual and collective creativity in many ways.  Our Arts program 

encourages students to express their understanding of curricula and social issues in their 

products, e.g., our 2014 K-12 Arts fundraiser for a royal knight with cancer. Students in the 

Arts Career Cluster have opportunities to join groups like the National Art Honor Society or 

take classes in which they publish real-world products. They have opportunities to display 

and improve their talents through after-school clubs or student productions. Problem-

based learning facilitates students’ ability to use creative procedures to reflect and work 

with a team to find solutions.    Finally, we want students to master and exhibit the life and 

career characteristics outlined in the Graduate Framework. We encourage academic 

integrity by requiring original, quality work from every student before a grade is awarded. 

Teachers employ syllabi, product models and assignment calendars to teach students the 

importance of self-direction and time management. The global perspective is built into 

each core class where teachers help students reflect on the need for certain skills in the 

workplace and on how their academic profiles compare to peers’ profiles worldwide. 

Protocols for assignment revision are taught, facilitated and evaluated to help students 

learn to persevere regardless of challenges and use working relationships for synergistic 

success.   We want our students to understand that effective learning is constant, 

reflective and productive; we teach the critical thinking skills required to problem solve, 

manage daily routines, and find real-word solutions, thus preparing RLOA scholars to use 

their world class knowledge, skills, and life and career characteristics to make world-

impacting change in their communities.
