Pelion High is helping all students develop the world-class skills and life and career
characteristics of the Profile of the South Carolina graduate by building upon a tradition of
commitment to excellence in academics, athletics, career and technology preparation, and
the arts. By embracing cutting-edge academic and technological innovation, we are
determined to cultivate a school climate conducive to the development of independent
thinkers and lifelong learners with skills and habits needed to excel in a hyper-competitive
international economy.

The 2015 graduates received $2,551,785 in scholarships and included three Palmetto
Fellows and 69 State Merit Scholarship winners. In addition to their accomplishments in
core academics, our students excelled in team building and collaboration through athletics,
career and technology preparation, and extracurricular activities designed to provide the
skill sets essential to success in college and careers.

Our athletic teams won region championships in track, cross country, soccer and golf. Four
seniors signed college athletic scholarship agreements. A student in the Center for
Advanced Agribusiness Research was named Young Entrepreneur. We had a state-level
FFA officer for the third consecutive year, 12 HOSA Leadership Conference medal winners
and eight students who qualified for the National HOSA competition.

Led by the 2015 S.C. Pro-Start Teacher of Excellence, our culinary arts students won
regional and state awards. The Pelion Marching Pride, the SCBDA Lower State Champions,
played at the Shrine Bowl. Two members of the Marching Pride made All-State Band and
15 members made All-Region Band. Our honors choir won superior ratings at three major
regional choral festivals. Our art students created a display for the Sheriff’s Department.
DECA students excelled in restaurant and food service management and marketing.

We began an ACT preparation program for students required to take the ACT in spring
2015 where we emphasized skills tested and question formats used on the ACT and on the
WorkKeys evaluation. We incorporated ACT Quality Core standards and used their
assessments to measure student learning in English Il and Algebra Il. Through collaborative
planning, our teachers have continued to create and enhance common assessment
instruments within departments and subject teams, and to develop common instructional
units and lesson plans.
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KNOWLEDGE
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The ACT, a college readiness assessment, was given to every South Carolina 11th grader in 2015 with the exception of those
eligible for alternate assessments. The ACT scores range from 0 to 36. The district and state averages are included for
comparison. State averages for ACT data are based on regular public schools and do not include private schools in the state.
