Easley High School will provide a safe, student-centered learning environment that blends 

hard work, character, congeniality, and excellence to build unity and pave the way for 

success beyond the classroom. Easley High faculty, staff, parents, and community continue 

to be committed to our school mission in order to help all students develop the world class 

skills and life and career characteristics of the Profile of the South Carolina Graduate. Each 

of our almost 1800 students enrolled at Easley High has the opportunity to participate in 

advanced programs including sixteen Advanced Placement courses and honors courses in 

English, math, science, social studies, fine arts, NJROTC, and world languages. Easley High 

School offers fine arts courses in art, band, chorus, creative writing, drama, and strings, 

and students have the opportunity to earn college credit while in high school through our 

dual credit program. Bring Your Own Device and other technological resources have 

increased the opportunities for student learning in the classroom.

Our students have many opportunities to participate in extra-curricular activities. Over 600 

students participated in one or more of our honors or service societies. In 2014-15, forty-

seven world language students attained national recognition for excellent performance on 

the National Spanish and German Examinations. Our sports teams did an outstanding job 

this year with all but one of our Varsity sports making it to the playoffs. Our Varsity Boy’s 

Golf team is the 4AAAA State Champion, and Easley High student-athletes won many 

regional and state awards. The Easley High NJROTC was named a Distinguished Unit for the 

18th consecutive year. Their Academic Team placed first in the area and 14th nationally. 

The EHS marching band saw over 50% growth from last year to this year, and the Jazz 

Band saw enormous growth as well. Two of the concert ensembles received superior 

ratings at concert assessments. 

Easley High School is helping all students develop the world class skills and life and career 

characteristics of the Profile of the South Carolina Graduate by offering many 

opportunities for our students to succeed in and out of the classroom, equipping teachers 

with professional development opportunities relevant to current national, state, and local 

initiatives along with data analysis, and providing a strong community and school 

relationship.

The assessment is given to every South Carolina 11th grader with the exception of those eligible for alternative assessments.  The 

assessment consists of three subtests:  Applied Mathematics, Reading for Information, and Locating Information.  Students can 

earn certificates at the Platinum, Gold, Silver, and Bronze level on WorkKeys assessments.
