South Pointe challenges all students
to enroll in the most rigorous courses they are able to successfully complete. Support
structures to ensure individual success are provided. We offer Advanced Placement
courses, the International Baccalaureate program, and dual credit courses. All students, in
collaboration with their counselors and parents, select a career path with an individualized
program of study. The Applied Technology Center offers a variety of specialized courses to
supplement students’ academic programs. We offer Spanish, French and Chinese and
encourage all students to enroll in a foreign language for a minimum of three consecutive
years. Students have the opportunity to explore the social sciences by taking courses such
as psychology, and sociology. Students continue to excel within the fine arts program
through our chorus, band, visual arts, and theatre arts programs. South Pointe
researches best instructional strategies and is currently beginning the implementation of
STEM practices within the Freshmen Academy. We have successfully implemented 1:1
technology with freshmen and are expanding it through grade twelve. A cohort of teachers
has incorporated challenge-based learning within their classes through which students gain
knowledge through hands-on and real-world, inquiry based activities. Students are
assessed in a non-traditional manner, resulting in products that require research,
collaboration, and a creative presentation. South Pointe will begin the third year of our
“Living the South Pointe Way” initiative, emphasizing our cornerstones of Integrity,
Community, and Excellence. Students are recognized for exhibiting positive behaviors and
actions within each area. We offer a variety of service-oriented clubs and organizations
within the school community. To ensure students develop self-advocacy skills and to assist
with character development, we offer a course, South Pointe 101, to all freshmen. The
curriculum includes effective and successful work and study habits, character building
activities, self-advocacy strategies, and the importance of digital citizenship. In an effort to
continue character development, all students participate in a weekly advisor/advisee
period. We offer work-based internships, job shadowing opportunities, and college and
career activities to expose students to various job fields and post-secondary options.
