MMC helps all students to develop world class skills through across-

the-curriculum project-based learning opportunities. These opportunities require 

creativity, critical thinking, teamwork, communication focused on technology, and 

problem solving. Participation in project-based learning offers relevant and innovative 

avenues for academic achievement.   Staff at MMC help students to develop world-class 

knowledge by providing rigorous standards in high school language arts, math, science, 

and social studies classes but also by providing opportunity for students to enroll in dual 

credit classes to earn college credit in English, mathematics, science, technology, arts and 

social sciences.   In addition, life and career characteristics are applied through student 

participation in career skills workshops, field studies, job shadowing, and community 

service and leadership projects. Life and career characteristic opportunities are provided 

through MMC’s relationships with various community organizations such as Midlands 

Technical College, the Midlands Education and Business Alliance, Richland Library, Sisters 

of Charity Foundation, the Lipscomb Family Foundation, and Bank of America. 

Participation in community opportunities strengthens students’ relationship skills and 

broadens their perspective beyond the classroom.   MMC has completed its second year as 

a charter high school and has progressed each year due to the dedication of staff, 

students, parents, community supporters, and the leadership of the Board of Directors.
