In addition to core academic classes, opportunities are provided to enhance the 

development of our students into South Carolina graduates.  Students practice 

collaboration, teamwork, interpersonal skills, and perseverance through a variety of 

activities.  Orchestra, band, chorus, football, softball, cheerleading, tennis, swimming, 

track, robotics, Math Counts, National History Day, Beta Club, Junior Scholars, and various 

art and writing competitions provide students opportunities to develop life and career 

characteristics.  Students are able to participate in civic and leadership events such as the 

Seahawk Leadership Academy, Covey Lessons, student council, Horry County Recycling, 

Helping Hands Food Drive, Pennies for Pasta, the Red Cross Heart Walk, and the Dragon 

Boat Races.  Students earn incentives for demonstrating academic and behavioral 

responsibility, which promotes integrity and a good work ethic.  Students are publicly 

recognized for achieving academic excellence, as well as for persevering to improve their 

academic performance.
