Petersburg Primary School is helping all students develop the world class skills and life and 

career characteristics of the Profile of the SC Graduate by living our school's mission of 

providing a safe, caring and academically challenging environment where all students can 

succeed. Our motto, "Together We Can," fuels our mission daily.  The teachers at 

Petersburg Primary School participate in many hours of professional development to learn 

best practices for teaching. Some of the strategies we are currently studying are Reading 

and Writing Workshop, Individual and Small Group Reading Intervention, hands-on Science 

Inquiry and Instruction, Higher-Order Questioning, and Number Talks. Our teachers 

implement and refine these practices daily.  At Petersburg Primary we also provide 

programs that reach beyond academics to focus on life and career skills. We stress what it 

means to show the following character traits: Kindness, Responsibility, Respect, Self-

Discipline, Perseverance, Courage, Integrity, Good Judgement, and Synergy.  We celebrate 

a "Kindness Matters" campaign. With funding provided through Donors Choose, our second 

graders attended the Nutcracker Ballet this year. This was a new cultural experience for 

nearly all of the students. First and second grade students participate in clubs one 

afternoon a month. Our purpose in having the clubs is multi-faceted. We first want to 

create new experiences for the students and help them learn to interact appropriately in a 

new situation. Additionally, club time gives staff members another opportunity to form 

relationships with students and to teach them good character and social skills. Some of this 

year's clubs were Science and Gardening, Spanish, Ballet, Drums, Painting, Cooking, Legos, 

Golf, and Basketball.   At Petersburg Primary, we partner with First Steps and various local 

churches to provide backpacks of food for the weekends for many of our students. Other 

faith-based and community partners assist our efforts by providing resources or time for 

such events as a free clothing give-away, the "Million Book Giveaway," our Real Men Read 

event, and Career Week. In turn, our students learn about giving back to their community 

through our participation in fundraising and raising awareness for the March of Dimes and 

Relay for Life.  We believe that we can change what is possible for our students, and with 

the continued support of our families and the community, we will.
