RE:	2016–17 Migrant Education Program Formula Subgrant Application

The Education of Migratory Children (Migrant Education Program (MEP)) is authorized by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA), as amended, Title I, Part C, Section 1301–1309; 20 U.S.C. 6391–6399.  The U.S. Department of Education provides a MEP formula grant to the South Carolina Department of Education (SCDE) to establish and improve education programs for migratory children and youth.  

The purpose of the SCDE’s MEP is to improve educational opportunities for migratory children and youth to help them succeed in the regular school year, meet the same challenging state academic content and student academic achievement standards that all children and youth are expected to meet, and graduate from high school.  

The SCDE is offering formula subgrants to eligible local organizational agencies (LOAs) to provide supplementary projects during the regular school year (school day only or school day/extended day), summer/intersession only, or both the regular school year and summer/intersession.  See the attached application instructions for additional information on eligibility.  LOAs must propose to provide educational and support services that will assist migrant students to overcome educational disruption, cultural and language barriers, and other problems that result from repeated moves.  Successful transition to employment or postsecondary education is the goal for every student.  

Eligible applicants must complete and submit a MEP application online, as outlined in the attached application instructions, by 5:00 p.m., Friday, January 22, 2016.  Deadline extensions will not be permitted.  Applications received after the deadline will not be considered for funding.

Application Instructions

Funding Authorization
The Education of Migratory Children (Migrant Education Program (MEP)) is authorized under Section 1302, Part C of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) of 1965, Title I, Part C, as amended; 20 U.S.C. 6391-6399.

Program Purpose
According to the U.S. Department of Education’s Non-Regulatory Guidance for the Title I, Part C Education of Migratory Children (2010), the general purpose of the MEP is to ensure that migratory children and youth fully benefit from the same free public education provided to other children and youth.  The SCDE’s MEP provides subgrants on a formula basis to local organizational agencies (LOAs) based on migrant students who have been identified and previously served.  MEP programs are to establish and improve education programs for migratory children and youth.

Specifically, the purposes of the MEP are to 
· support high-quality and comprehensive educational programs for migratory children and youth in order to reduce the educational disruption and other problems that result from repeated moves;
· ensure that migratory children and youth who move among the states are not penalized in any manner by disparities among the states in curriculum, graduation requirements, and state academic content and student academic achievement standards;
· ensure that migratory children and youth are provided with appropriate educational services (including supportive services) that address their special needs in a coordinated and efficient manner;
· ensure that migratory children and youth receive full and appropriate opportunities to meet the same challenging state academic content and student academic achievement standards that all children and youth are expected to meet;
· design programs to help migratory children and youth overcome educational disruption, cultural and language barriers, social isolation, various health-related problems, and other factors that inhibit their ability to do well in school, and to prepare them to make a successful transition to postsecondary education or employment; and
· ensure that migratory children and youth benefit from state and local systemic reforms. 

Eligible Applicants
Eligible LOAs may apply.  An eligible LOA is a local educational agency (LEA) or public or non-profit private agency that demonstrates the ability and capacity to manage a program that will serve all eligible migrant children and youth for the proposed service area.  In some cases, two or more LEAs or other entities may partner to form an LOA.  Additionally, institutions of higher education and non-profit entities may propose to serve and/or identify and recruit (ID&R) migrant children and youth over multiple LEAs.  Applicants must include evidence of experience and capacity in their proposal.

To receive funding, eligible LOAs must submit an application to the SCDE as instructed in this document and propose to identify and serve a population of students from area(s) listed on the Migrant Students Newly Identified by Area from September 1, 2014, through August 30, 2015, list located on page 37.  Eligibility and selection for funding will be determined based on the applicant’s ability to fulfill the obligations required for the MEP.  Once the application is approved, the subgrantee is required to comply with all applicable statutory and regulatory requirements.

Technical Assistance Session

Funding Period and Allocation
The funding period for summer/intersession programs is April 1, 2016, through September 30, 2016.  The funding period for the regular school year program (both types) is August 1, 2016, through June 30, 2017.  The SCDE anticipates awarding approximately $400,000 in subgrant funds.  Funding amounts will vary depending on the type of program proposed and the number of migrant children and youth to be served.

Statutory Requirements
All subgrantees must comply with Title I, Part C and I, and Title IX, as applicable, of the ESEA, as amended, and the General Education Provisions Act (GEPA) and meet the requirements outlined below.

Applicable Federal Regulations
Applicants should review the following federal regulations, accessible at the electronic Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Web site (www.ecfr.gov), that are applicable to the MEP.  Applicants are reminded that, if funded, their programs must comply with these regulations.
· 2 CFR Part 25—Universal Identifier and System for Award Management
· 2 CFR Part 200—Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards (Note: 2 CFR Part 200.210(a)(1) requires that a grant recipient’s name match their registered name associated with its unique entity identifier as defined at 2 CFR Part 25.315.)
· 2 CFR Part 3474—Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards
· 2 CFR Part 3485—Nonprocurement Debarment and Suspension
· Education Department General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR) in 34 CFR Parts 76 (except for 76.650–76.662 participation of students enrolled in private schools), 77, 79, 81, 82, 84, 97, 98 and 99
· 34 CFR Part 200—Helping Disadvantaged Children Meet High Standards
· 34 CFR Part 299—General Provisions.

In compliance with the Federal Acquisitions Rule (FAR) § 52.204‑7, all recipients of federal grant funds are required to have a DUNS number.  The DUNS number is assigned by Dun & Bradstreet, Inc. (D&B) to identify unique business entities.  Applicants should contact their finance office if they need assistance with this item.  To register or verify the primary applicant’s DUNS number, visit the D&B Web site at http://fedgov.dnb.com/webform.

In compliance with 2 CFR Part 25, LOAs must be registered in the System for Award Management (SAM) prior to submitting an application, maintain an active registration during the application process and throughout an active federal award, and include a valid DUNS number in their application.  Details on SAM registration and requesting a DUNS number can be found at the System for Award Management Web site at https://sam.gov.  Please refer to the User Guides section and the Grants Registrations PDF.  Applicants should contact their finance office if they need assistance with this item.  Allow for ample time in preparing and submitting a registration to SAM as this process can take several weeks to receive an approval.

Civil Rights and General Education Provisions Act (GEPA)
Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act obligates applicants to ensure that their proposed MEP is accessible to persons with disabilities, and Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 obligates applicants to ensure non-discrimination against students based on race, color, sex, and national origin.  Applicants must include a GEPA statement in their application for MEP funding.  See page 36 for further instructions.

Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA)
FERPA is a federal law that protects the privacy of student education records (20 U.S.C. § 1232g; 34 CFR Part 99).  The law applies to all schools that receive funds under this program.

Private School Participation
In accordance with Public Law 107–110, ESEA Title IX, Part E Uniform Provisions, Subpart 1, Section 9501, applicants must consult with nonprofit private elementary and secondary schools, including religiously affiliated schools, located within the boundaries of the geographical area to be served during program planning and the development of their application.  Section 9501 (c)(1) provides topics that should be discussed in the consultation.  Applicants should include in their application detailed plans to provide equitable services to any private school children identified for services as a result of this consultation.  Applicants must engage in this required pre-application consultation and complete and submit the Private School Consultation form with their application.

To meet this requirement, applicants must consult with private school officials before making any decision that affects the opportunities of eligible private school children and youth to participate in the MEP project.  Issues to discuss during this consultation include
· how the agency will identify the children’s and youth’s needs,
· what services the program will offer,
· how and where the agency will provide those services,
· how the agency will assess the services and use results of the assessment to improve those services,
· amount of funds available for services,
· size and scope of the services to be provided,
· how and when the agency will make decisions about the delivery of services, and
· how the students will be served.

SCDE’s Assurances and Terms and Conditions
Applicants should review the Assurances and Terms and Conditions for Federal Awards and Subawards (on pages 28–31) to ensure that, if awarded a grant, they are capable of full compliance, especially with all the federal regulations and state laws referenced, in order to enter into an agreement with the SCDE for this program.  For example, in compliance with 2 CFR Part 200.112, applicants must disclose in writing any potential conflict of interest to the SCDE in accordance with the USED’s conflict of interest policy.  A signed Certification Signature Page (see page 33) is required with the grant application and legally binds the applicant to the agency’s assurances and terms and conditions and the MEP program assurances (page 32).

Programmatic Requirements 
LOAs must provide a plan in their proposal to carry out a local MEP that includes the following program requirements.

Types of Projects
Applicants may operate any of the following types of MEP supplementary projects: 
· Regular school year, school day only—projects providing direct MEP services to students during the school day during the regular school year.
· Regular school year, school day/extended day—projects providing direct MEP services to students during an extended day or week during the regular school year (e.g., some services are provided during the school day and some outside the school day, or all services are provided outside the school day).
· Summer/intersession only—projects providing direct MEP services to students during the summer/intersession term.
· Summer Program—a summer term occurs only in a school that operates under a traditional calendar school year.  The summer term is the period of time when the regular term of the school year is not in session.  Year-round schools, for purposes of the MEP, are not considered to have summer terms.
· Intersession Program—for schools on a year-round calendar, an intersession term is one of the periods throughout the year when the school (or part of the school) is not in session or does not provide the annual instruction analogous to the traditional school year regular term.  Any break in the regular term of a year-round school is considered an intersession term, regardless of the season of the year in which it occurs.
· Both regular school year and summer/intersession—projects providing direct MEP services to students during the regular school year and the summer/intersession term.

Types of Service and Service Delivery
The Non-Regulatory Guidance for the Title I, Part C Education of Migratory Children (2010) states that LOAs may use MEP funds for the following types of services:
· Instructional services—for example, educational activities for preschool-age children and youth and instruction in elementary and secondary schools, such as tutoring before and after school.  Services can also include onsite life skills, math, and reading lessons to out-of-school youth (OSY).
· Support services—for example, educationally related activities, such as advocacy for migrant children and youth; health, nutrition, and social services for migrant families; necessary educational supplies; transportation.

LOAs may use a variety of services delivery designs.  Examples include
· extended day programs,
· before-/after-school programs,
· in-class programs,
· Saturday or vacation programs,
· in-home instruction (e.g., family literacy services to the child at home),
· summer or intersession programs,
· distance learning programs, and
· Title I school-wide programs.

Comprehensive Needs Assessment (CNA) and Service Delivery Plan (SDP) (Section 1306(a))
LOAs must conduct a comprehensive needs assessment to identify and prioritize the special educational needs of migrant children and youth to determine the specific services that will help migrant children and youth achieve the SCDE’s overall measurable outcomes and performance targets. (The SCDE’s goals are outlined in the program proposal narrative section on pages 15–20.) The needs assessment is used to 
1. determine the needs of migrant students and how those needs relate to the priorities established by the SCDE,
2. design local services, and
3. select students for the receipt of those services.

LOAs must develop a comprehensive service delivery plan that describes strategies to help migrant children and youth achieve performance goals that the SCDE, in consultation with the MEP practitioners, has adopted for all children and youth in reading and math, high school graduation, reducing school dropouts, and school readiness (where applicable).  The plan must include
1. performance targets,
2. needs assessment,
3. measurable program outcomes,
4. service delivery, and
5. evaluation.

Eligible Children and Youth
To be eligible for MEP services, children and youth, including OSY, must meet the definition of a migratory child in Title I, Part A, Subpart 1, Section 1115(b)(1)(A) and Part C, Section 1309 of ESEA.  A migratory child or youth is one that
· is not older than 21 and is entitled to a free public education through grade 12;
· is not yet at a grade level at which the LEA provides a free public education;
· is a migratory agriculture worker or has a parent or spouse who is a migratory agriculture worker, migratory dairy worker, or migratory fisher; and
· has moved from one LEA to another in the preceding 36 months (or accompanied such parent or spouse), in order to obtain temporary or seasonal employment in agriculture or fishing work.

An OSY includes a student who has dropped out of school, a youth who is working on a general education development credential (GED) outside of a K–12 school, and a youth who is “here to work” only.  Preschool children and youth who are enrolled in a K–12 school are not OSY.

Priority for Services (Section 1304(d))
LOAs are required to offer and document how funds/services were first offered to migrant students who “are failing, or at most risk of failing, to meet the South Carolina’s academic content standards and student academic achievement standards, and to migrant students whose education has been interrupted during the regular school year.” 

Parental Consultation (Section 1304(c)(3))
An LOA that operates a regular school year program must establish and consult with their parent advisory council (PAC) for parental input in planning and operating the local MEP.  In particular, they must consult with the PAC about the CNA of migratory children and youth to be served and the design of the comprehensive service delivery plan.  Eligible PAC members include parents or guardians of eligible migrant children and youth and individuals who represent the interests of such parents.  LOAs that operate summer programs must demonstrate how migrant parents were consulted.  More detail concerning parent consultation and parental involvement is provided in Chapter VII: Parental Involvement of the Non-Regulatory Guidance for the Title I, Part C Education of Migratory Children (2010).

The recommended minimum number of migrant children and youth to be served in any one program is 50.  LOAs are strongly encouraged to provide programs of 120 hours for the duration of the program period, 100 hours of which must be instructional time within a classroom-based program, in order to more fully address the achievement gap that many migrant children and youth exhibit.  Instructional programs for OSY may combine hours to achieve recommended program hours.  Instructional program service to any one camp location or grouped individuals should meet a minimum of 20 hours as part of the overall instructional program.  A migrant family literacy program component may comprise the remaining 20 hours.  The OSY circumstances may allow for variation on a case-by-case basis.

Instructional and support services to OSY may also include survival English, life skills instruction, or orientation to and/or assistance with community resources.  By federal regulation, educationally related program service to eligible individuals must be provided on more than one occasion in order to be considered a service.  

For the SC MEP, there should be a minimum 30 minutes contact for each educationally related service (OSY service, tutorial service, or family literacy service) with a minimum total of three contact hours for the eligible individual served for the duration of the project period.

Financial Requirements
Subgrant funds will be distributed to LOAs based on a formula with pre-determined criteria giving the highest priority to those students who are designated as priority for services (see page 7 for definition).  For the 2016–17 school year, the amount of funding to an LOA will be determined based on the number of migrant children and youth identified and served, the number qualifying as priority for service, and the number of limited English proficient in 2014–15.  The local MEP must document a minimum of 120 hours per funding period in order to receive the maximum allocation.  

Funds may not be carried over and must be expended in accordance with the approved budget.  Expenditure reports must be submitted in the SCDE’s grants accounting processing system (GAPS) on at least a quarterly basis.  See the chart below for expenditure report deadlines.

Reporting Requirements
All subgrantees must provide a certification of eligibility for each child served by the MEP using the Certificate of Eligibility (COE) form to document determination of eligibility for migratory children and youth.  Newly completed COEs must be submitted to the SCDE’s state data specialist within one week.  

Student tracking forms will include a list of the types of services and the amount of time to OSY, K–12, and Pre-K.  Student tracking forms must be reported to the SCDE within two weeks of the student being identified for eligible services.

Each program will be required to submit a final evaluation report upon the completion of their program.  See the chart below for evaluation report deadlines.

The SCDE will provide additional guidance to subgrantees for completing the report.  
Components will include
· a description of how priority children and youth were identified and received priority services;
· the measurable outcomes for the six components provided in the proposal;
· a list of the support services from multiple sources provided;
· a list of the parent involvement activities;
· the total number of eligible migrant students enrolled and served, students identified as non-English proficient or limited English proficient (LEP) with a state-approved language assessment tool, eligible migrants served within family literacy, and eligible OSY served; and
· copies of the enrollment and attendance for each class of instruction and enrollment/registration of any participants in a family literacy program class or home-based services.

Application Review Process
Only those grant applications that are received by the deadline and deemed complete will be reviewed and considered for funding.  All required materials including forms and appendices must be submitted for the application to be considered complete and eligible for review.  Program staff will conduct an initial review of the applications for completeness and compliance with the application instructions.  No incomplete applications will be considered for funding.

Each application will be reviewed using the Scoring Rubric included on pages 25–27 to ensure completeness and will meet the needs of the proposed service area.  In the case that more than one LOA proposes to serve the same district area, three SCDE staff members will individually read and score each application independently.  After the three reviewers have individually rated the application, the scores will be averaged.  The application that receives the highest averaged score will receive first consideration for funding.

The SCDE reserves the right to negotiate final budgets and to disqualify costs associated with any line items that are unallowable, unallocable, unreasonable, or inconsistent with the program’s goals or the proposed project’s activities and strategies.

Grant awards are not final until an SCDE grant award notice is fully executed.  Notification of funding will be sent to the superintendent/chief executive officer listed on the Certification Signature Page. 

Appeals Process
An applicant who has submitted a proposal that the SCDE does not fund has 30 calendar days after receiving notification that the proposal is not funded to request a review of the process.  Scores may not be appealed.  An unfunded applicant may inquire as to whether or not the application process was followed.  The request for review must be directed to the state superintendent of education and must state the reasons for the request.  The SCDE will conduct a hearing in accordance with the provision of 34 CFR Part 76.401.

Submission Instructions: How to Apply
Eligible applicants must submit the MEP application online at https://scde.formstack.com/forms/2016_mep_application by 5:00 p.m., Friday, January 22, 2016.  Applications must include the information requested online and a complete proposal that includes a proposal narrative, the MEP director’s résumé, a Private School Consultation form, a budget narrative, and a signed Certification Signature Page.  

Follow the order below to ensure all information is collected, prepared, and saved as directed prior to completing the online submission. 
1. Prepare the proposal narrative as outlined on page 14 based on your plan to implement the program.
2. Acquire all required signatures on the Certification Signature Page and scan as a PDF document.
3. Acquire the MEP director’s résumé and save as a PDF document.
4. Engage in a consultation of all private schools located in the service area, complete the Private School Consultation Form, obtain appropriate signatures, and scan the page as a PDF document.
5. Compile the budget narrative as directed on pages 22–23 and save as an Excel spreadsheet.
6. Compile the information to be completed online using the screenshots below.

Applicants will be able to save their progress online, but it is strongly recommended to complete all application components prior to going online.

1. Each program must have a MEP director who is able to coordinate various components of the program, oversee all aspects of the program including the timely submission of all reports, provide regular monitoring of activities, and be available to attend all mandatory meetings, trainings, and conferences required by the SCDE.  Include a résumé for the program director in the application attachments section online.

· Provide small group and individualized instruction as supplemental educational services.
· Provide staff development on meeting the migrant students’ ELA needs.
· Provide in-services and technical assistance to schools regarding identification of MEP students, proper procedure for documentation, and provision of needed resources.
· Coordinate services for MEP students and families with other school offices, such as English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL), Adult Education, teachers, parent advocates, and agencies to promote educational and social services to MEP students and families.

The General Education Provisions Act (GEPA) Statement of Compliance is a prose statement (in paragraph form) explaining how the applicant will ensure equal access to all program activities, training, and events for all intended program recipients.  Applicants must describe how they will recruit and make services available and accessible to all interested students, parents, and community members.

The purpose of this enclosure is to inform you about the provision in the U.S. Department of Education’s GEPA that applies to applicants for new grant awards under Department programs.  This provision is Section 427 of GEPA, enacted as part of the Improving America's Schools Act of 1994 (Public Law 103-382).

What Does This Provision Require?

Section 427 requires each applicant for funds (other than an individual person) to include in its application a description of the steps the applicant proposes to take to ensure equitable access to, and participation in, its federally assisted program for students, teachers, and other program beneficiaries with special needs.  This provision allows applicants discretion in developing the required description.
