The Office of School Leadership will again offer leadership training for beginning assistant principals in
2015-2016. The Assistant Principal Program for Leadership Excellence (APPLE) is designed to help first
year assistant principals make the transition from the classroom to administration. It is geared toward
developing management and instructional leadership skills and enhancing leadership aptitude.

This program consists of 10 sessions, eight of which are held in Columbia. Attendance at all sessions is
required to receive 120 renewal credits.
