SCDE AND SACS Agreement, Mandated Components, and
District Contact’s Role for
District Strategic Plan and School Renewal Plans

The SC Department of Education (SCDE) has a joint agreement with the Southern Association of Colleges and
Schools Council on Accreditation and School Improvement (SACS CASI) to allow districts, if they so choose,
to utilize the SACS CASI planning process for developing District Strategic Plans and School Renewal Plans.
The mandated components below, which are outlined in the S.C. Code Ann. § 59-159-10 (Act 135) and the
State Board of Education Regulation 43-261, must be included with all plans, including those developed for
SACS CASI.

Mandated Components of the Five-Year Planning Process

The mandated components of the five-year planning process derive from the S.C. Code Ann. § 59-159-10 (Act
135) and the State Board of Education Regulation 43-261. The mandated components are as follows:
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The District Contact Role

. To serve as a liaison between the SCDE, SACS CASI, and the school district for the planning process
for the District Strategic Plan and the School Renewal Plans.

. To ensure that the mandated components outlined in the S.C. Code Ann. § 59-159-10 (Act 135) and the
State Board of Education Regulation 43-261 are included with SACS CASI plans if the school or district
chooses this option.

o To serve as a reviewer of District Strategic Plans and School Renewal Plans (i.e. School Improvement
Plans) and SACS CASI documents and to ensure that all mandated components and signatures are
included before forwarding the plans to the SCDE or the SACS CASI office.
