REPORT OF PRINCIPAL AND
SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

The 2007-2008 school year was extremely successful for
Darlington High School. We were the proud recipients of
the Palmetto Silver Award for our improvement on state
level testing and graduation rate. Academics were again in
the forefront this year for students at Darlington High
School. Graduates received over $600,000.00 in
scholarships and nine students received incentive rewards
for their scores on the SAT exam.

The Honors College Magnet Program had a successful
induction year with 16 students graduating with college
level credits and 10 underclassmen beginning the program
this year.

We initiated the Leadership class which focused on
building leadership skills through real life experiences.
Students from the class worked in the community by
volunteering in programs such as the local food banks,
medical clinic, and women'’s shelter. They also did
community service work at the school level.

Student Council had a busy school year. This organization
performed community service by collecting money for the
Pennies for Patients Program, blood drives, and Habitat for
Humanity. One member of the council was also selected
to represent the district at the state level.

The JROTC joined in the community service programs by
placing flags on veteran graves on Memorial Day and
sponsoring a Veterans Day Program.

The teachers at Darlington High focused on Literacy as
their staff development initiative. The library promoted this
program with Short Story and Poetry competitions.

The Social Studies department sponsored a visit to the
school by one of the leading presidential candidates. The
social studies students organized a school-wide assembly
program in which the candidate answered student
generated questions and outlined his campaign platform.

Outside the classroom, students were also successful in
extracurricular areas. The Darlington High School Band
Drumline won numerous state level competitions. The
boys and girls basketball teams went to regional playoffs
with the girls team winning in the region. The boys track
team had one student winning at the state level and our
girls softball team won the state championship. With the
addition of our new state of the art track and stadium, we
look forward to winning numerous championships in the
future.
