Our 8th grade students posted
the third best improvement rating in mathematics for the state of South Carolina. Our teachers continue to work
diligently to improve student achievement.

This grant allowed 6th grade
math classes and all science classes to be equipped with laptop computers. All of the 6th grade students also
participated in the e-portfolio technology proficiency program.
