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REPORT OF PRINCIPAL AND
SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

Westview Middle School began the 2008-2009 school year
in the midst of an immense renovation project.
Administrators, parents, students and teachers were
excited that the architectural drawings became reality as
project managers and construction workers worked
diligently to transform our school into a state of the art
facility.

As Westview Middle School endured the numerous
challenges that renovation brought, students continued to
excel in the academics, the arts, athletics and
extracurricular activities. Our students consistently
demonstrated mastery of rigorous academic standards in a
safe and nurturing learning environment, and have shown
gains in all areas tested on the Measures of Academic
Progress (MAP). Thirty-eight of our eighth grade students
qualified as Junior Scholars and nine seventh grade
students were identified as Duke Tip Scholars.
