Flat Rock Elementary School opened its doors for the second year to the students, staff, and community in
August of the 2009-2010 school year. Highlights of our curriculum and school were technology, academics, fine
arts, and character education. Our theme for the year was “The Garden of Learning.” Our instruction was
delivered with SMART Boards in each classroom and was enriched with the use of two computer labs. Science
was taught with a hands-on approach in our science lab. The progress of our students was monitored through
our MAP benchmarks. Our total academic program was enriched and reinforced through our CARE program
which gave time for remediation and enrichment for all students. Our math program was enhanced through the
math computer program of Aleks. The academic success of our kindergarten, first, and second grade students
was strengthened by our reading intervention program. Our music program featured chorus for third, fourth, and
fifth grade students. Character education was emphasized at all levels with our core essentials program. Other
highlights included recognition of our students and involvement of our students in extracurricular activities. Our
students were recognized through our Terrific Kid program, attendance, TOP Five, AR, and honor roll
recognition through the year. Our student council sponsored projects involving our students and community
such Help for Haiti and Help for the Soldiers. Our school sponsored teams for Relay for Life and Jump Rope for
the Heart, and the local Chili Competition. Our school connected to the community through partnerships with
organizations such as YMCA and Girl Scouts. We strive to work together to move each child to reach his or her
potential.
