SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

It is the goal of our school to meet all the needs of our
students. We strive to do this through a standards-driven
curriculum wrapped around a core curriculum designed for
our students. This curriculum is continually changing to
meet their needs. Character education continues to be
emphasized monthly with a character trait addressed and
discussed. Throughout the nine weeks, students are
chosen as "Cub Pride" students and celebrate this
accomplishment with a party recognizing them and the
character strengths. 

AVID (Advancement Via Individual Determination) classes
were added in grades 6-8 to assist a select group of
students that most likely would not go to college prepare to
plan a way through the coursework and their individual
preparation in order to be able to attend. Advanced classes
in English 1 and Algebra 1 were added to accommodate
them. 17 of the 20 students in Algebra 1 passed the EOC
test and 16 passed the English 1 EOC test. All but one
received high school credit in both subjects. 

We continue to look at programs that will also meet the
needs of students' groups so our students will be ready for
high school and beyond.
