It is important for us to meet the needs of children on many
levels. Not only are we concerned with the academic needs of the children, but we also address other issues
such as safety and wellness. Mountain View has received the Safe Schools award for the last five years. This
award requires various safety lessons to be taught to students, families, and faculty. We encourage all
community members to be a part of our school family by volunteering and being present for events in our
building.
