Walhalla Middle School enjoyed many successes during
the 2010 – 2011 school year. We again had over 60% of
our seventh and eighth grade students received high
school credit in various classes including Geometry,
Algebra and Keyboarding. We continue to work with
Walhalla High School and plan to offer English I Honors in
eighth grade.
We continued to use MAP data to guide instruction. A
majority of our students met growth goals from fall to spring
in each area. Training on interpreting test data for teachers
continued during Making Middle Grades Work focus group
meetings and common planning times among grade levels.
Our teachers participated in numerous professional
development activities outside of school and many of our
teachers planned and taught professional development
classes throughout the district. 
Our fine arts programs, academic teams, and athletic
teams had successful years. Our band was invited to play
during a ceremony at Ground Zero in New York, our
chorus earned the Grand Sweepstakes Award at Six Flags,
and our boys’ basketball team was undefeated.
We continued to see an increase parent and community
involvement and nearly reached 10,000 volunteer hours.
We attribute our positive behavior results to our
overwhelming support from parents and the community.
