The mission of Baron DeKalb Elementary School (BDK) is to provide our diverse learning community with a
safe place for students to become responsible citizens by partnering with families and providing a rigorous and
challenging character and academic foundation. This mission of excellence, along with our shared vision-“A
small school with a big heart where everyone excels,” continues to be the focal point in our efforts to increase
student achievement. Students are challenged to excel in academics, behavior, and character.  The faculty is
also committed to the mission and vision of excellence, as demonstrated by our participation in opportunities for
professional growth and development. Through professional book studies, conferences/workshops, peer
observations, and extra coursework, the faculty and staff continually endeavor to find ways to enhance learning
and instruction. 
The 2011-2012 school year was a phenomenal one for the BDK Eagles, as we continued to soar to success!
After being named a 2012 Honor Roll School Improvement Council (SIC), BDK’s SIC was selected as the 2012
winner of the Dick and Tunky Riley Award for SIC excellence.
