We serve the county of Lancaster, and our students come from each of the four major
attendance areas of our county. Our mission, to increase student achievement using practical application of
Gardner's Theory of Multiple Intelligences, has been at the forefront of every educational decision made during
our years of operation.

What makes our school different? The answer lies in the blending of research-based programs and practices
that have a proven track record in other settings. We use the Core Knowledge curriculum with a deliberate
integration of state content standards. Our adherence to the tenets of positive discipline emphasizes the faith
that we have in students’ abilities to solve problems in a cooperative manner. We work hand-in-hand with
parents and students to create Personal Education Plans for all Discovery School students that focus not only
on areas of individual strength, but also on areas that need to be strengthened. Our ultimate goal is for all
students to feel secure in the knowledge that they are intelligent in unique and meaningful ways.

Specific accomplishments during the 2011-2012 school year include the following: recipient of the Palmetto
Gold Award from the SC Department of Education for outstanding student achievement; met the Annual Yearly
