Mayo Elementary School received the Palmetto Silver Award for student academic performance in 2011-2012
presented by the South Carolina Department of Education and the State Board of Education.  Our school was
the recipient of the Greenville Drive Reading All Stars Outstanding Achievement Award for 2012.

All grade levels at Mayo Elementary School met the District Two Measure of Academic Progress growth goal.
Teachers and students in grade four participated in the Writer’s Workshop consultant program this year.  Staff
development for the 2011-2012 school year focused on our Response to Intervention program to strengthen
Tier 2 interventions.  Teachers participated in iPad inservices to assist with the implementation of this exciting
new technology.

Achievements by our students during the 2011-2012 school year included the following:

 11% of our students received Perfect Attendance Awards.
25% of our students made the “A” Honor Roll.
53% of our students made the “A-B” Honor Roll.
67% of our fifth grade students received the Presidential Award for Academic Excellence.

Our school instructional program focused on guided reading through small group and literacy stations to
strengthen our reading program.  Our school technology plan introduced iPad technology in all grades.  We will
continue to expand and emphasize this new technology.  Our PTO promoted successful events, such as Family
Fun Night, for parents and students and continues to support our instructional program.  The Mayo Elementary
Junior Beta Club successfully conducted community service projects and charitable fund raisers.

In July 2012, the South Carolina Department of Education was granted a waiver from several
accountability requirements of the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA). This waiver
allowed SC to replace the former pass/fail system with one that utilizes more of the statewide
assessments already in place and combine these subject area results with graduation rate (in high
schools) to determine if each school met the target or made progress toward the target.  This analysis
results in a letter grade for the school rather than the pass/fail system of previous years.  For a detailed
review of the matrix for each school and districts that determined the letter grade, please use the
following link: http://ed.sc.gov/data/esea/ or request this information from your child’s district or school.
