SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

The 2011-2012 school year saw continued success as our
staff continued to deal with budget concerns in a positive
manner.  SAT and ACT scores remained high and Airport
was the recipient of the Palmetto Silver Award for Closing
the achievement gap. School Improvement Council
remained strong and was recognized as Honorable
Mention for the Dick and Tunky Riley Award. Student
Government once again raised the bar in our support of
Camp Kemo by raising over $41,000. All of these things
and more made for a successful school year.
                                                                                                     
A continued focus on SAT and ACT, including the use of
student incentives, led to another strong year with both
tests. This marks the third year in a row that both scores
have improved and the trend is expected to continue, with
another increase projected for 2013. Our other test data all
showed improvement in 2012, as did our graduation rate. 

Staff development focused on incorporating technology
into classroom instruction with an emphasis on active
engagement of all students. The process of implementing
the new Common Core standards has also begun with
facilitators trained in math and English with the intent of
incorporating the entire faculty over the next year.

Airport also continued to expand the technology resources
available to our teachers.  Smart Boards are now in all of
our classrooms. Classroom sets of iPads and iPods have
been placed with our Freshman Program and Sophomore
Team. Flip cams, document cameras, and LCD projectors
are now available to all teachers. We will continue to
implement technology in a way that makes it a productive
tool for student learning.  

This year’s senior class was a strong group with 145
students qualifying for the Life Scholarship at either a four-
year or two-year institution. This group also earned over 
$5.1 million in scholarships. This class included eight
Palmetto Fellows, one National Merit Finalist and a Horatio
Alger Award recipient and 13 athletes signed letters of
intent. 

This was also an enjoyable year for our student activities,
and we were especially proud of our exceptional student
government and the success of our annual charity drive.
Over $41,000 was raised for Camp Kemo, as well as
support for numerous other community activities. Athletics
produced one region championship and 9 of 17 teams
made the state playoffs.
