REPORT OF PRINCIPAL AND
SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

York Middle School completed a successful school year in
2011-12 highlighted by a positive AdvancEd accreditation
visit and report. York Middle School stakeholders were
actively engaged in the rigorous process of self
–assessment and preparation for the AdvancEd quality
assurance review (QAR) team’s visit. The QAR team
examined how the school was engaged in continuous
improvement. The accreditation standards included:
Vision/Purpose, Governance /Leadership,
Teaching/Learning, Documenting/Using Results,
Resources/Support Systems, Stakeholder
Communications/Relationships,  Commitment to
Continuous Improvement.  YMS stakeholders all benefitted
from this AdvancEd process.
York Middle School worked intently on the school and
district goals of making data driven decisions, providing
extra time and extra help to students, promoting literacy,
and using technology to enhance teaching and learning.
Examples include the use of MAP and PASS data to
effectively target instructional strategies and decisions for
all learners. YMS used technology such as My Big
Campus, a social learning platform, in providing
instructional experiences for students and to facilitate a
professional development book study for staff members.
We also had several days of embedded professional
development in literacy and numeracy strategies that did
not require staff to miss instructional time with students.
New school wide initiatives included a major revision of the
master schedule to allow for common planning periods for
core content area teachers, promoting a school wide book
study for students and staff on bullying, and creating a
daily morning DEAR (Drop Everything and Read) time for
students to engage in individual and class reading. YMS
also implemented a successful positive behavior
intervention program to address student behavior which
significantly reduced student discipline referrals.
Academic achievement gains were monitored throughout
the year by analyzing MAP data. Fall to Spring MAP scores
showed steady and significant improvement in both
reading and math. End of Course Algebra I and English I
passing rates were 99% and 97.6% respectively for 124
eighth graders enrolled in these courses.
Other student achievements included 30 students
qualifying for SC Junior Scholars, 10 students selected for
the ACDA Honor Choir, 8 students selected to the York
County Honor Band and 7 students selected to the SC
Region 3 Honor Band. The YMS baseball team was the
York County Champion with an 8-2 record and the 7th
grade girls basketball team were undefeated (10-0) and
York County Champions also. The wrestling team had two
conference champions and a 2nd and 3rd place finisher at
the State matches.
The 2011-12 school year was a good one all around for
YMS.
