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Report of Principal and School Improvement Council

Hilton Head Island Elementary School for the Creative Arts, in its eighth year of operation as an arts-focused
school of choice, has a main campus on Hilton Head Island. The school includes another campus for its
annexed, multi-age sister school for elementary students that live on Daufuskie Island. Daufuskie Island
continues to only be accessible by boat from Hilton Head. Thanks to great staffs, parent support, business
partners and community partnerships, students on both campuses had a successful year that focused on
academic success, great opportunities in the arts, character development, citizenship and life skills.

In the fall, thirteen Creative Arts students were identified as receiving a perfect score on one or more sections of
the 2011-12 PASS (Palmetto Assessment of State Standards) exams for students in grades three through eight.
For the second year we had more students than any other Beaufort County school obtain this achievement.
Principal Gretchen Keefner was named the 2012 Arts Administrator of the Year by the South Carolina Alliance
for Arts Education at the fall conference in Columbia, SC. The Alliance honors an individual in South Carolina
annually for doing an outstanding job of making the arts an essential part of the education of students.

A $7,500.00 grant was awarded to the school in recognition for being an “Arts in the Basic Curriculum Model
Site” from the South Carolina Arts Commission.

Our staff continued to grow professionally making them better teachers in the classroom. Six staff members
received Master's Degrees this past year. Quality staff development on the new Common Core Standards, the
district's literacy initiative and integrating technology supported their personal professional growth.

The School Improvement Council monitored the Title 1 School-Wide Plan and the five-year School Renewal
Plan with a focus on student achievement, health and school safety and home-school-community
communications. Accomplishments include plans to initiate a tutoring program in the fall using high school
students, review of the school safety procedures, implementing a student salad bar in August and getting the
new web page up and in operation.

Active PTO'’s on both campuses continued to support the vision and mission of the school through programs for
the students and families. Successful fundraisers supported fieldtrips for all students in the arts and other
academic areas.
