Students participated in weekly class
meetings to discuss concerns and solutions pertaining to bullying.   We continued our school-wide recycling
program, collecting over $600.00 from recycled materials. Student Council and our Student Lighthouse Team
led several community service projects, which included a canned food drive for the Spartanburg Soup Kitchen
and collecting items for the Glenn Springs Boys Academy and the Ellen Hines Girls Home. In addition, we
raised over $6000.00 during the American Cancer Society’s Relay for Life Campaign.  Exopack sponsored The
First Tee National School Program at our school.  The First Tee golf and life skills curriculum was taught during
Physical Education classes.  
We appreciate the strong involvement of our PTO, School Improvement Council, parents, volunteers, and
business partners. We look forward to the wonderful opportunities that lie ahead for our school as we continue
along the path of developing young leaders!

In July 2013, the South Carolina Department of Education was granted a waiver from several
accountability requirements of the federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA). This waiver
allowed SC to replace the former pass/fail system with one that utilizes more of the statewide
assessments already in place and combine these subject area results with graduation rate (in high
schools) to determine if each school met the target or made progress toward the target.  This analysis
results in a letter grade for the school rather than the pass/fail system of previous years.
