Our highly qualified teachers and curriculum coaches
participate in numerous staff development opportunities,
including Common Core alignment, data teams, and grade
level analytical meetings.  We offer programs at every
learning level, from Gifted and Talented to Compass
Learning to Reading Recovery.  Our test data continues to
show improvement as a result, as we continuously address
strengths and weaknesses in order to improve and expand
instruction.

Mossy Creek offers a wide variety of programs in order for
students to reach their highest potential.  We focus on
character education through DARE, Respect Week, Bridge
Peer Conflict Resolution, Student and Friend of the Month,
and the Timely Turtle program.
