We used PBIS (Positive Behavioral Interventions and
Support) in our classrooms to help students become
responsible for their own learning and behavior.  We began
the implementation of the Common Core Standards in
math and reading. We continued to work on ways to “close
the achievement gap” by looking at the needs of our
students and giving those students learning activities
designed to help them achieve their best.

Our students raised money for community service
organizations. Our drill team performed at Relay for Life
and other community events.

The highlight of our year was being named a 2012-2013
Palmetto Silver Award winner for the second year in a row,
and receiving an “A” on the state NCLB waiver.
