We pride ourselves at Berry Shoals in being
academically driven.  Not only did we work hard to offer
rigorous curriculum that challenged every learner, but we
also continue to focused in teaching the whole child
through enriching activities and service.  

Berry Shoals has again shown a strong overall
performance on the Palmetto Assessment of State
Standards Test (PASS).  Through the hard work and
dedication of our students, staff, and parents, our school
was named a Palmetto Gold Winner by receiving an
Excellent Rating on the School Report Card for both
achievement and growth.  Berry Shoals Intermediate
School also received an A on our federal report by meeting
98.8% of the academic objectives set by the federal
accountability system.  Using research-based best
teaching practices, our students have been able to
continue to improve in all core academic areas.

Results from our spring MAP tests were also very positive.
I am proud to report that in Reading and Math, in both
grade levels, 91 percent of our students were projected to
score MET or Exemplary on the Reading PASS Test and
87 percent of our students were projected to score MET or
Exemplary on the Math PASS Test.
