After the submission of an
application, Roebuck was selected to pilot the Project Lead
The Way (PLTW) curriculum during the 2013 - 2014 school
year. Aligned with the goals of Roebuck, the PLTW
curriculum will encourage continued student exploration
and development of individual interests, as well as promote
creative and intellectual abilities related to technological
careers, problem solving, and the design method.

In addition to Roebuck’s academic achievements and
initiatives, our students have the opportunity to participate
in before and after school clubs, including Running Club,
Math Explorers, Garden Club, Girls on the Run and many
more. In order to give back to our community and
environment, our students take part in many community
service projects, including a Student Council sponsored
canned food drive, Relay for Life, Jump Rope for Heart,
United Way, Mobile Meals and student sponsored
recycling team.
