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Report of Principal and School Improvement Council

The 2012-2013 school year closed with many successes as the staff continued to provide high educational
standards even with continued budget constraints. The student's SAT scores remained high and ACT scores
showed additional gains in 2012. Airport received the SAT/ACT Improvement award for the third year in a row.
School Improvement Council (SIC) remained strong and has been working with the staff on the upcoming
principal transition. Student Government, yet again, raised the bar in their support of Camp Kemo by raising
$43,000. This effort will allow 86 young cancer warriors to attend the weeklong camp at little to no cost. All of
these successes, and more, made for a successful school year.

Lexington School District Two and Airport High completed the AdvancEd Accreditation process. Every five
years our school district must renew our accreditation. As part of the district accreditation, AHS completed a
school level self-assessment. The Assessment focused on five specific standards: Purpose and Direction,
Governance and Leadership, Teaching and Assessing for Learning, Resources and Support Systems, and
Using Results for Continuous Improvement. Through the efforts of all stakeholders (Staff, students, parents,
SIC council, community members), the district received full accreditation. Lexington Two received several
commendations along with an exemplary rating for our Professional Development Cohort program.

The focus of our staff development was centered on enhancing our use of formative assessments. We began
the process of implementing Mastery Manager to better help us use the data acquiring from the use of formative
assessments.

This year, AHS, along with the District and the SIC have worked collaboratively on the safety of the students,
faculty and Staff through various drills with local emergency services. These drills have provided familiarity of
the school to first responders and best practices shared with the school from the emergency services teams.
There are numerous items, one being key code entry access for the exterior doors, being discussed with the
district to increase school access and security.

The 2013 senior class graduated 242 students and 112 students qualified for the Life and Hope scholarships.
The overall senior class earned nearly $3.1 million in scholarships. In addition, the class celebrates with the 7
Palmetto Fellows, and the 14 athletes that signed letters of intent.

This was a successful year for our student activities and athletics. In conjunction with the Camp Kemo fund, our
Student Government was recognized at the state level as Best in class for AAA high schools. The Student
Government sponsor was selected as the State sponsor of the year. 4 athletic teams were Region Champions,
and we had one female Cross Country State Champion. 11 of the 17 teams participated in the State playoff.
