SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

The students at James F. Byrnes High School are
committed to high levels of performance on important
college-entrance exams.  In 2012, our school’s ACT
average was the highest in Spartanburg County.  In 2013,
three of our students earned perfect SAT scores on one
portion of the test.  Additionally, 75% of our CollegeBoard
Advanced Placement test-takers scored high enough to
earn college-credit in 2012.  Our school totals for both
number of students enrolled in AP classes and number of
students who earned college credit measured at higher
levels in 2012 than ever before.  As a result, 34 students
were recently named AP Scholars in recognition of their
exceptional achievement on multiple AP exams.
Spartanburg School District Five was selected for the
prestigious CollegeBoard AP District Honor Roll in 2012--a
recognition given to only four districts in the state of South
Carolina as a result of expanding access in AP courses to
students while simultaneously improving performance.  

Teachers at our school continue to set high expectations
for learning in every classroom on campus.  National and
state standards drive planning, instruction, and
assessment.  Teachers are already beginning to
understand, to study, and to incorporate the Common Core
State Standards, which will be fully implemented in the
near future.    

We are excited about future opportunities for Byrnes
students!  Our shared technology center, R.D. Anderson
Applied Technology Center, has entered a new building
phase which will be completed in the spring of 2014.  The
new wing will consist of 25,000 sq. feet and will house a
kitchen, a graphic design classroom, a computer lab, and
additional space for future growth.  This expanded campus
will allow more students a chance to enroll in technical
courses which promote developing skills necessary for a
successful career in an ever-changing work place.  On our
campus, a new biomedical science program, Project Lead
the Way, will be added to offer students interested in health
science a hands-on, real-world problem-solving approach
to learning.   Students enrolled will explore the concepts of
human medicine and will be introduced to topics such as
physiology, genetics, microbiology, and public health.
