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Report of Principal and School Improvement Council

Bluffton Middle School Mustangs have enjoyed a productive 3rd year with a focus on continued growth and
technology integration. Our 6th/ 7th grade student population reached 1000 + and were guided through their
school year by 93 staff members who were dedicated to assisting students in recognizing their strengths and
interests to reach their full academic potential.

Students began the year with the implementation of iPads in all core classes. Teachers participated in
professional development throughout the year to incorporate the iPad as an optimal tool to enhance student
learning. The staff also received training for DBQ’s, Read 180, Reading Apprentice, and Common Core State
Standards. Ongoing training in Reading and Writing Workshop supported the district’s Literacy Model as well as
writing across the curriculum.

BLMS was the recipient of the Paimetto Silver Award for the 2012-13 school year. This year 53 students were
inducted into the National Junior Honor Society and we had 95 students qualify as Duke Tip Scholars. Four
students were recognized at the state level. Our Robotics team placed first at a regional competition in
Orangeburg, S.C. and qualified to compete at the state level. Students participated in a school-wide National
Geography Bee resulting in one 7th grader advancing to the state level and 6th graders competed in their
annual spring Spelling Bee. BLMS students participated in the SC State Concert Festival in Charleston
receiving an overall rating of Excellent. Over 400 students participated in the BLMS Science Fair and a 7th
grade student ranked 2nd Overall at the Sea Island Science Fair this spring.

Positive Behavior Intervention Support (PBIS) continues to provide students with the structure to model positive
behaviors and grow as productive citizens in their school and community. Science students, with the assistance
of a local artist, embellished our campus with the design and installation of a Rain Garden. A Shade Structure
was constructed adjacent to the garden providing students and teachers with an outdoor classroom for inquiry
based learning in the natural low-country surroundings. Student Council members raised $ 6,331.47 which was
matched by a local insurance company. Working with the Make a Wish Foundation all proceeds supported a
local Bluffton family.

We are especially thankful for the support of our parents, volunteers, and the Bluffton community together with
our SIC, PTO, and Band Booster Club. They are vital partners who assist in cultivating a school environment
that is conducive to learning and rich in resources.
