REPORT OF PRINCIPAL AND
SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT COUNCIL

This has been another good year at North Central Middle
School. The school offers a safe, structured, and nurturing
environment that encourages excellence in achievement.
We offer a challenging, relevant, and standards-driven
curriculum supported by a highly effective and efficient
faculty and staff. North Central had many accomplishments
for the 2012-2013 school year. Our school was awarded
back to back Palmetto Silver Awards for improved
academic performance. Students from North Central
Middle School won honors in writing contests. Our students
won the district Patriot Pen and the Superintendent Writing
contests. Our school Geography Bee and History Bee
winners qualified for the state contests. A variety of
programs were continued in order to encourage
outstanding achievement which included Pride of the
Principal, North Central’s Finest, Patriot Partners, Honor
Roll and Academic Award Programs. Our Teacher of the
Year, Brian Leininger, was named Kershaw County School
District Teacher of the Year.

The library staff encourages reading
through the Patriot Read program and the Genre Card
program. An early morning homework center and
afterschool program offered students opportunities to
improve their academic performances. Positive parental
involvement continues to increase. Parents participated in
large numbers in career conferences and Open House,
and served as monitors during PASS testing. Our school
was awarded a reading grant from the International Paper
Company.

A majority of our faculty members hold advanced degrees,
and two of our faculty members are National Board
Certified. Our faculty members are highly trained to use the
new technological systems available to them. Our school is
completely accredited by the state and the Southern
Association of Colleges and Schools (SACS). The faculty
continues to work hard on reaching PASS improvement
goals. Through the use of standards-based curriculum, our
faculty is determined to offer a dynamic academic program
for our students.
