Through a rigorous inquiry-based 

approach, aligned with our International Baccalaureate 

professional development, this program brings the SC Standards 

for the 21st Century to life through geography, social studies, 

language acquisition, and cultural appreciation.





In 2010, Memminger relocated to a temporary “swing” space in 

order to address life safety issues in our previous building. In 

August 2013, we moved back to the peninsula into our brand 

new, state of the art campus. Our families, staff and students 

are happy to finally be settled into our permanent home.





Through participation in the Renaissance Schools Project, where 

schools had the opportunity to evaluate current staff to 

determine who would be invited to return, the principal hired 16 

new staff members. Throughout this transition, our highly-

qualified and dedicated school staff has kept student learning, 

academic achievement, and student emotional wellness as their 

top priorities.  Although the faculty, staff, students, and parents 

worked hard to improve student achievement, Memminger 

scored in the At-Risk category based on 2013 PASS results. We 

are excited to see the results of our Renaissance School Project 

year in our 2014 PASS results.





Staff, parents and students use data to make dynamic decisions 

as we strive for academic success. We have made progress in 

raising our growth rating by using best practices instruction, 

honoring instructional time, involving students and parents in 

learning, and providing meaningful professional development.  

Our greatest challenge continues to be closing the gap between 

primary and elementary student achievement at an accelerated 

rate. To meet these challenges, our teachers received additional 

training in using data to make instructional decisions. We will 

continue to use school-wide norming data, MAP benchmarking, 

and PASS and AIMSWeb analysis to improve instruction. All K-2 

teachers will follow a district-wide literacy model with pathways 

for students not at benchmark. Through our Primary Grades 

Academy program, we have seen tremendous gains and 

increased the number of students on grade level.





Memminger continues its partnerships with the College of 

Charleston, Trident United Way, First Baptist Church, Grace 

Church, Mt. Zion AME Church, Charleston Restaurant 

Association, Communities in Schools, WINGS for kids, Reading 

Partners, the Rotary Club and several other local businesses and 

organizations. Additionally, we’ve added a Community Garden 

in partnership with Low Country Street Grocery.





This year, we plan to increase student achievement by 

strategically using our partnerships, while using research-based, 

best practices to increase student engagement and strengthen 

parental involvement. In May 2014, we became an International 

Baccalaureate (IB) Candidate School and look forward to 

strengthening our global studies partial magnet theme by 

creating interest-driven units of study that will provide rigorous 

instruction across all grade levels.
