GES offers two full-time computer labs, a mobile wireless laptop 

lab, three mobile iPad carts, SCETV Video streaming 

programming, interactive whiteboards in every classroom, and 

student response systems which are integrated across the 

curriculum for differentiated instruction. Our APT outfitted our 

cafeteria with a new projector and screen which was much 

needed! 





Students have many opportunities to participate in extra-

curricular activities at Greenwood such as the Student Council, 

BETA Club, Safety Patrols, WGES Morning Show, Chorus, Bells, 

Band, Strings, Cheer and Pep Squads, Good News Club, Girl

participating in school wide giving campaigns. This year our 

students raised $12,667 for Jump Rope for Heart.
