Scott’s Branch High School embarked upon an unprecedented year of growth and new experiences during the 2013-2014 school year.  

Our freshman class participated in the implementation of the New Tech initiative in Algebra I, English I, Physical Science, and Social 

Studies.  We were indeed fortunate to be one of two high schools in the state to become a New Tech High School, which afforded 

students the opportunity to engage in project based learning.  





Our faculty members dedicated themselves to helping students set and achieve goals, while providing challenging instruction each day.  

This work was not in vain, as students performed at or above the state level in English 1, Algebra 1, and U.S. History.  Additionally, our 

biology students achieved 100% passing rate on the assessment.





Professional Development workshops such as Continuous Improvement, High Yield Instructional Strategies, and Spiraling Curriculum 

Standards were commonplace at Scott’s Branch High School.   Our New Tech faculty also met weekly to review progress and plan the 

next steps in the process of implementation. The professional growth experienced by teachers was evident from conversations, 

classroom observations, and assessment results.  





Our students were able to select from a variety of electives such as:  Visual and Performing arts, Photography, Web Design, Foreign 

Languages, Robotics, Engineering, Advancement Via Individual Differences (AVID), Business and Technology, JROTC, Agricultural Sciences, 

Physical Education, Health, and Advanced Placement English Language and Composition courses. One goal of the school is to continually 

add new innovative courses to enhance students’ overall growth.





Response to Intervention (RTI), an academic assistance program proved to be extremely valuable in providing targeted students 

additional support in the areas of ELA, Math, Science and Social Studies. The school day was extended for an additional 45 minutes to 

allow teachers and students the time needed for reinforcement and practice. 





While Scott’s Branch High School is presently located along what is known as the Corridor of Shame, we believe that the growth that we 

are experiencing and the innovative practices we are embarking upon may be instrumental in transforming it into the Corridor of Fame.
