The 2013-2014 school year at Hanahan Middle School was an 

exceptional year, full of school-wide achievements and 

accomplishments. As always, learning remains our top priority, 

as reflected in our PASS scores. Hanahan Middle is a Palmetto’s 

Finest School.  In 2014, Hanahan Middle School was honored to 

be nominated by the state for the National Blue Ribbon Award.  

We are a 2014 Palmetto Gold Award School (six years running) 

and a Channel 2 Cool School.  We won the 7th grade Dimension 

U Gaming National Championship.  On the ESEA/Federal 

Accountability System, Hanahan Middle School received a 97.1.  

As always, HMS continues to stress academic excellence as we 

“Soar to Success”.





The academic and extra-curricular achievements of our students 

continue to be among the best in the state. HMS had 162 

students take at least one of four high school credit courses 

offered: English 1, Spanish 1, Algebra 1, and Keyboarding. HMS 

is proud of our 25 National Junior Scholars and 14 Duke Tip 

Scholars. We have 58 All County and 24 All Region Band winners 

as well as one State Band winner. We had 100% student 

participation in school service learning projects. Fifteen students 

qualified for All-County Chorus. In addition, the HMS band was 

awarded the Outstanding Performance Award for State Band 

Directors' (OPA) for the twenty-ninth time. HMS students placed 

second in Quest Public Speaking Level II.  The HMS faculty and 

staff continue to work closely with community members, 

parents, and businesses to provide students with every 

opportunity to learn and succeed. This effort is highlighted by 

our partnerships with College of Charleston and SPAWAR. 

Additional programs include Junior Achievement, Rachel’s 

Challenge, and D.A.R.E.





HMS emphasizes reading and writing across the curriculum with 

monthly bulletin boards, a Principal’s Pick writing display, the 

Writing Stick competition among grade levels, school-wide 

writing portfolios, and faculty writing. The ASSIST computer lab 

provided content recovery to over 100 students. SPAWAR 

continues mentoring through the Lunch Buddy program. Over 

90 SPAWAR participants are involved in the program. Measures 

of Academic Progress (MAP) test scores were used to form 

CORE/RIT Band classes. The classes met for 40 minutes weekly 

to provide remediation and enrichment in math and ELA. In 

addition, we expanded our Distinguished Ladies Club and our 

Distinguished Gentlemen’s Club for at-risk students to include 

sixth graders.





Alexandra Davis, a seventh grade science teacher, was honored 

as the 2014 HMS Teacher of the Year. Currently, HMS has eight 

National Board Certified teachers and 31 gifted and talented 

endorsed teachers. These accolades validate that excellence and 

dedication continue to be the standard at HMS.
