REPORT OF PRINCIPAL AND SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT
COUNCIL

Hillcrest Middle School experienced another outstanding year in
2013-14. With support from the community, the school
continued to maintain its high academic performance status.
The student population remained stable and we had minimal
incresase in staff numbers, but our performance remained good.
This year, however, marked the first time in four years that our
school did not achieve recongition from the state in regard to
the Gold and Silver Awards. Our science scores dipped below
the mandatory level, and we are working diligently to improve
science -- all other academic areas met the standard to qualify
for the respective awards. We continued our emphasis on
developing Common Core standards and in assisting teachers in
instruction techniques that will foment progress with the
Common Core framework. Community and parental support
remained an integral part of the overall school program, and our
award-winning PTA contributed positively with eclectic support,
from both a financial and voluntary stance. Student
performance on the MAP test contiued to rank very high among
all the middle schools in the district -- our teachers and students
all understand the importance of showing academic growth and
our progress in this area is outstanding. Hillcrest Middle School
has always emphasized academic performance and progress,
and we continued that trend this past year. We will always
stress academic achievement and the maintenance of rigorous
instruction in an academic environment stressing student
growth -- these emphases are critically important to the
stakeholders of the school. The school is on solid footing to
continue its progress to our ultimate goal.
