Loris Middle School enjoyed a very successful year in 2013-14, 

which was only possible because of the continuous dedication of 

our students, staff and community. Increased student 

achievement on MAP and PASS continues to be the focus of our 

work. 100% of the students enrolled in English I and Algebra I 

passed the end of course exams. Ten students were named SC 

Junior Scholars, sixteen students were named EXPLORE Scholars, 

and one student was named a Duke TIP Scholar. Our Fine Arts 

Department excelled at district, regional, and state 

competitions. The LMS Blue Cadet Winter Guard was named the 

SCBDA State Champion, our school’s robotics team received 1st 

Place in Core Values at the regional competition, and three 

teams of students won awards at the HCS Technology Fair. Mrs. 

Lindsey Reynolds was selected as Teacher of the Year and was 

named to the Top 10 for the Horry County Schools Teacher of 

the Year. Mrs. April Troglauer was selected to the Newberry 

College Hall of Master Teachers, and Mrs. Mary Hardee was 

named the Support Staff Member of the Year.





Students and staff participated in the Personalized Digital 

Learning initiative, which provided each 


student with an iPad to personalize learning and better meet 

each student’s academic needs. Our staff members continued to 

grow professionally by participating in professional development 

at the local, state and national levels. Our focus on alignment, 

frequent assessment, and technology integration produced 

favorable results as teachers worked together to plan 

instruction. Teachers also worked on District curriculum 

committees to design meaningful learning experiences for our 

students. Several staff members also completed graduate 

course work to advance their credentials. Our students and staff 

gave back to the community by participating in service learning 

throughout the year. As a result of these projects, we were able 

to participate in food drives, make donations to charities such as 

March of Dimes, Leukemia and Lymphoma Society, and Multiple 

Sclerosis Society. Through the support of our PTO and business 

partners, students received recognition items at our quarterly 

awards programs. Our Multicultural Fair was very successful in 

engaging community support, and our volunteer program 

continued to grow. Our staff, PTO, School Improvement Council, 

community, and administration remain dedicated to our goal of 

achieving excellence as we Dream More, Know More, Believe 

More.
