REPORT OF PRINCIPAL AND SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT
COUNCIL

The Middle School of Pacolet is a diverse, rural school that
serves over two hundred, twenty students in grades six through
eight. With a small, community school atmosphere, we offer
students personal, one-on-one interaction with teachers, staff,
coaches, and classmates while providing numerous learning
opportunities found in larger schools.

Through school-wide initiatives that focus on cognitive, social,
emotional and civil growth, we foster an environment that
promotes learning and betterment of self. One such initiative for
2013-2014 was the implementation of a 20 book reading
challenge. Students read daily, reflected on comprehension
through reading logs, and attended weekly conferences with
their teacher to track progress. Students were recognized in a
special assembly for meeting the challenge, where they received
t-shirts and prizes as reward for their effort. In our first year of
implementation, we are very pleased that the student body read
over 2,600 books. We also continued offering math and reading
enrichment classes at each grade level. A smaller teacher-
student ratio allowed teachers the opportunity to continue the
individualized instruction that begins in the regular classroom,
assisting students in overcoming skill gaps. Teachers continued
implementing literacy strategies as part of the Inquiring Minds:
Reading to Learn and Innovate in Mathematics and Science (IQ-
MS) grant.

Another central initiative for 2013-2014 school year was the
continuation of the internationally-recognized Olweus Bullying
Prevention Program. Students participated in weekly meetings,
as well as interacted in team/community building activities.
Students were recognized at Friday morning assemblies with
iDefend gear for standing up for others. In addition, Middle
School of Pacolet held the first annual Spring Academic and Arts
Fair. Teachers presented interactive academic exhibits for
students and families that included a juried art show, with the
band and chorus performing at the well-attended event. The
annual Career Fair enabled students to gain insight to options
after high school and college. Many of the presenters provided
interactive and engaging stations for students to explore
potential careers.R

Middle School of Pacolet has recently received several accolades
including: a 2012-2013 state Palmetto Silver Award and one
SC/NSPRA Awards for Excellence. Students solved over
1,500,000 math problems and finished 1st in the state in the
First in Math program. This recognition also included the
number one sixth grade student in the state, number two and
three in grade seven, and number one and two in grade eight.
Our School Improvement Council (SIC) and Parent Teacher
Organization (PTO) were very involved in the decision making at
our school. As a result, our instructional, volunteer, and positive
behavior programs were enhanced and improved.&

The commitment of all stakeholders in the Pacolet community
has assisted in the continued increase of student achievement,
positive school climate, and several school awards — Palmetto
Silver Award, First in Math Awards, and a publication award. It is
with great INDIAN PRIDE that we share these accomplishments
with you.l
