The 2013-2014 school year was a time of challenges and 

recognition for Castle Heights Middle School.  We set high goals 

for continued academic achievement while implementing a 

range of district –wide initiatives.





The instructional program was based on the Common Core 

standards approved for use by the state in this coming school 

year. The implementation of these standards required intense 

teacher training for varied approaches to student writing and for 

the integration of skills and topics across the content areas.  We 

also fully implemented the iRock program in which iPads were 

distributed to all students and staff members.  The challenge for 

both teachers and students was to learn to use the new 

technology effectively to continue to make academic gains.  The 

school expanded use of Challenge Based Learning in which 

students used research, peer review, and writing skills to explore 

community-based projects such as a study of local water 

sources, a cooperative education effort with the Humane 

Society, and an exploration of the Catawba Nation culture.





Our students remained committed to community service.  We 

continued service projects such as collection for the Catawba 

Nation Food Bank, a welcome program for our rising sixth 

graders, and the collection and decoration of hundreds of shoes 

for children in Nicaragua.  





Our commitment within the school is to the service and 

education of young adolescent students.  We have continued 

revision of our health and physical education programs to better 

serve the students, and we began a new health-conscious 

approach to fundraising through our Castle Color Run.  We have 

expanded and revised student recognition programs and added 

extracurricular activities. 





We are very proud to announce that our school was yet again 

recognized at the state and national level as an outstanding 

middle school through the Schools To Watch program. The 

students, parents, and staff are justly proud of this prestigious 

award.
