Our teachers provide a variety of strategies to enhance learning. These include: Reading
Recovery, Literacy Lab, small group instruction in reading and math, Thinking Maps, RIT
groups, Focused teachers, Study Island, Flocabulary, and a part-time Reading Coach.
Wallace Gregg is committed to building self-esteem, good character, and individuality in all
of our students. Character Education is modeled by the students, faculty, and staff. Our
emphasis is on creating a balance between the academics and social/emotional
development for the students we serve. Character programs such as: Steps to Respect,
Present and Prevent and Amaze, and The Twists and Turns of Getting Along are used to
promote character. Students are recognized for exhibiting positive behavior through the
Terrific Kids Program, monthly incentives, and weekly ‘Shout Outs’. Students are involved
in various service projects throughout the school year. These include: Pennies for Patients,
Jump Rope for Heart, Elves in Action, and Salvation Army Fund Drive. Students are also
given the opportunity to participate in Band, Strings, Chorus, and the Dance Team.
