Brooklyn Springs Elementary School celebrated a year of reading success with our
“Reading Gives You Super Powers” theme. The majority of our school activities, field
experiences, and instruction related to this heroic theme. Students and teachers were
recognized and honored through a variety of celebrations for completing their reading
goals.

The faculty and staff exemplify the qualities of a Professional Learning Community.
Teachers collaborated on a weekly basis to analyze student work, formulate common
assessments, and to provide meaningful learning experiences for students. Teachers also
collaborated on a monthly basis with the school librarian to integrate the library’s
resources. Small group and individualized instruction were used to provide an education
that focused on meeting students’ needs at their individual performance levels.

Brooklyn Springs used a variety of curriculum resources. Literacy by Design provided the
groundwork for English Language Arts instruction. We also utilized 100 Book Challenge
from the American Reading Company, which focused on building students’ individual
reading levels through structured independent reading and conferring with teachers.
MyMath was used as the core program for math instruction and was supplemented with
the use of interactive learning activities such as Rocket Math. ClassWorks and Fast
ForWord were also used to enhance daily instruction.

Many awards were received by the faculty and students of Brooklyn Springs at the school
and district level. Teachers earned grants used to supplement classroom resources, fine
arts instruction, and literacy. Students received Presidential Academic, Duke TIP Scholar,
Presidential Citizen Awareness, Principal’s Choice, and year-end academic achievement
awards in addition to monthly Principal Citizenship recognition.

Our full-time Parent Coordinator serves as a connection between the home and school.
Resources including adult literacy instruction are provided to parents. Parent volunteers
participate in the school by reading with children, assisting teachers, and assisting with
school-related events. Our bilingual parent liaison serves our ESOL families by translating
for teachers through written and oral communication. The SIC and PTO work closely with
our faculty and staff to provide resources and make important decisions that promote a
positive learning environment for our students. Our school community continually works
together to promote dedication to lifelong learning and achievement of personal goals.
